VII. REPORT OF THE CITY MANAGER. 

 
A. City Engineer Cottrell has postponed the bid opening on the South Main Street Pathway 

project until August 13th.  Contractors were having difficulties getting subcontractor bids for 
the landscaping and irrigation work.  

 
B. J-A-G Construction is having moderate success working between the thunderstorms and 

showers at Main & Fulton.  With southbound Main Street now handling traffic, construction 
is underway in the southeast part of the intersection, while the contractor works in the mud 
on the south side of Fulton.  With minimal rain events, the southeast segment should be 
completed in three weeks.  Meanwhile, on the South Main Street widening project, the 
contractor has completed construction of the bridge extension that will allow Finnup Drive 
to be moved south and line up with Riverside Drive into the 3i Lot. 

 
C. We have not heard a response from FEMA.  A draft letter is enclosed for the Governing 

Body’s review, which advises affected property of the September 25th map’s effective date.  
It also encourages people to educate themselves on the facts of the issue so that they 
understand what will be required by a lender or insurance company.  While the City 
continues to pursue relief from what it believes to be a serious injustice by FEMA, property 
owners need to be adequately informed and prepared for what may happen to their 
property.  The Commission is asked to review the letter and offer comments in advance of 
its distribution. 

 
D. Congratulations to Distance Learning Coordinator Misty Ayers, Lee Richardson Zoo, for 

receiving a recognition award by the Center for Interactive Learning and Collaboration for 
excellence in distance learning programming. 

 
E. Congratulations to the Garden City Police Department which has been awarded a grant 

from the US Dept. of Justice in the amount of $100,400.  The grant funds will be used to 
acquire equipment that will assist in a variety of policing efforts.

A pre-meeting workshop was held at 11:00 a.m. in the large meeting room at the City 
Administration Center to hold a background discussion regarding alternative residential 
housing incentives.  Administrative staff was present to answer questions about programs 
or services not mentioned on the agenda.  The workshop was open to the public.   
 
The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the City of Garden City was held 
at 1:00 p.m. at the City Administrative Center on Tuesday, July 21, 2009 with all 
members present except Commissioner Mesa.  Mayor Harness opened the meeting with 
the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag and Invocation.  The minutes of the last meeting 
were approved. 
 
Commissioner Doll moved to approve the request from Ms. Rosario Ibarra for a waiver 
to the noise ordinance on August 1, 2009 at 701 E Johnson from 7:00-midnight in order 
to hold an outdoor reception.

o KDOT selected 9 contingency projects for their March 2010 bid letting, in order 
to fully utilize ARRA (Stimulus) funds still be available from favorable bid prices 
and/or some ARRA projects are dropped because they can not meet timeline 
requirements.  The K-156/Mary/Jennie Barker intersection project is one of the 9 
projects.

2313-2009.  Mayor Harness seconded the motion.  The vote was taken by yeas and nays 
and recorded as follows:

Planning and Community Development Director Kaleb Kentner reviewed the status of 
the proposed DFIRMs.  The packet included background material on this issue and the 
most recent correspondence to FEMA.  Mr. Duane West, Knockout Committee 
Chairman, presented the Governing Body a petition asking them not to adopt the 
proposed FEMA floodplain maps and stated he disagreed with the letter the City sent to 
FEMA.  Several citizens spoke of the impact of heightened insurance premiums.  Ms. 
Mada Walker asked the Governing Body to delay adopting the maps until the 
Government Accountability Office has concluded their investigation of FEMA.  Mr. 
Gary Fuller stated this issue affects the community as a whole and asked for the whole 
community to recognize the impact of the proposed FEMA floodplain maps. Discussion 
was held on the cost of flood insurance, when it is required, and who is required to 
purchase it.  Mayor Harness stated the City is still pursuing alternatives and assured all 
citizens that they are working diligently on the issue.  Mayor Harness also advised the 
public that they need to be doing the same by making themselves aware of how the 
proposed DFIRMs affect them with or without the City participation in the National 
Flood Insurance Program. 

 
Planning and Community Development Director Kentner reviewed alternatives for 
expanding the Neighborhood Revitalization Tax Rebate Program boundaries.  The 
Governing Body directed staff to draw up a map containing three different tax rebate 
districts, to include a new district within the Neighborhood Revitalization area, with up to 
a 5 year tax rebate to provide a similar incentive for undeveloped property. 
 
Mayor Harness opened the Public Hearing on the matter of final consideration of the 
proposed 2010 Budget for the City of Garden City.    
 
There being no one present from the community to make comments, Mayor Harness 
closed the Public Hearing.   
 



Commissioner Behan moved to approve and authorize the certificate of the budget, which 
summarizes the maximum levy of property tax for specific funds and the maximum 
expenditure for all funds of the city’s budget. Commissioner Crase seconded the motion.  
The vote was taken by yeas and nays and recorded as follows:

City Commission Reports 
 
Commissioner Behan – Congratulated Buffalo Dunes for being named the #1 public 
golf course in Golf Digest. 
 
Commissioner Crase – Inquired about the legal status of Burmese immigrants residing 
in Garden City.  Inquired if the City could assume responsibility for controlling the 
weeds by Wal-Mart on property owned by the State.  Inquired about the cost 
effectiveness of replacing water mains when constructing new roadways.  Inquired about 
correcting the spelling of Commanche Street.  Stated the shuffle board court in Stevens 
Park is in need of repair. 
 
Commissioner Doll – Inquired about requiring irrigation systems to have rain or 
saturation sensors.  Staff stated the issue has been looked at in previous years by the 
Environmental Issues Board but proved to be more involved than first thought but it 
could be researched again.  Encouraged staff to continue their enforcement of weed 
nuisances.  Attended the Burmese picnic and stated they are frustrated with the lack of a 
local immigration office. 
 
Mayor Harness – Urged staff to look into other strategies to address immigration.  
Commended staff for the work they have put into the refurbished basketball court and 
new futsal court in Finnup Park north of the Lee Richardson Zoo.  Encouraged everyone 
to visit the wetland area by the waterfall in the Lee Richardson Zoo.  Reassured citizens 
that the Governing Body will be taking everything into consideration concerning the 
proposed commercial development project to be located in the County, northwest of 
Mary Street and Taylor Avenue.
